Dear OCPA Member:

The end of the year is nearing, which means it is time to renew your OCPA membership. Please take a moment to renew now so you won’t miss anything that OCPA has in store for you in 2012.  An application is available by logging onto our website at www.ocparalegal.org and renewing online by using pay pal.

The OCPA Annual Passport is offered again this year. As in past years, there are two options: Option A includes admission to all of OCPA’s general membership meetings, the Summer Event and Holiday Party, all at a discount; and Option B includes all the events of Option A plus the Annual Educational Conference.  A Passport application is attached for your convenience. You can send this in with your membership renewal, or you may also purchase the passport any time before the kickoff meeting in February, 2012.  Not only will you save approximately 15% on the events covered by the Passport, but you will also have the ease of having to pay only once, and incur just one $3 credit card fee, if you use a pay pal to pay.  The Annual Passport is available to OCPA members only and is a cost in addition to the membership fees.

OCPA is a State Bar approved MCLE provider. For this reason, we have enclosed a Continuing Education Log that shows the compliance periods for MCLE hours required for California paralegals.   Remember that OCPA section meetings are free to members and include several MCLE presentations throughout the year.  However, at general meetings, many of which offer MCLE credits, attendees pay a fee to cover the cost of the meal; members receive a discount at these meetings.

We hope you have taken advantage of the many opportunities that OCPA has offered over the past year including the free section meetings, on-line Job Bank, the e-Compendium publication, discount on CEB products, and membership meetings and we hope that you will continue to do so in 2012.
